This is the D3.2 Survey report on availability of digital resources for SEN. It is addressing the task:
“Identifying and making more content available, through a survey of MoEs how much digital learning content, including lesson plans, suitable for learners with SEN they currently have in national repositories with some form of open license.”
The survey was conducted in 2013 by addressing European countries that are members of the SENNET network, the EdReNe network (Educational Repositories Network) and other member states of the European Schoolnet. The survey had an open format asking the respondents to list either repositories with SEN resources, or name and tag individual resources from the perspective of inclusion. Eventually, respondents were encouraged to register prioritised resources in an application profile developed by the EUN Learning Resource Exchange sub-committee.
The classification approach of this metadata profile is to describe a resource by its functionality and the support it provides to a SEN student from an inclusion perspective. This categorisation is innovative to a traditional Disability/Difficulty/Disadvantage categorisation, hoping that SENNET may stimulate some debate about the most appropriate classification format.
This report collects the feed-back from the survey in an unfiltered form, because we have felt it important that the individual countries must be able to use each country’s contribution as an initial national overview. Some have chosen to report about repositories of resouces, some have listed (un)prioritised resources, and yet some have started registration of prioritised resources in the SENNET database (from where they will be automatically registered in the LRE if they are not already there).
A few countries have commented (positively) on the classification profile. Suggestions for amendments from Spain will be adopted in the LRE-SEN profile. Other countries have commented that they will consider their future categorisation approach.
[bookmark: _Toc393186217]Survey of MoEs – current open license content
The SENNET project has conducted a survey on European SEN resources by asking all SENNET members, all members of the EdReNe network[footnoteRef:1] that are MoEs or national agencies, which actually work with these resources and have the expertise on digital learning resources, and finally the MoEs in European countries not already represented by SENNET and EdReNe members. [1:  EdReNe is a European Thematic Network, which brings together national or regional web-based repositories of learning resources with content owners and other stakeholders within education in order to share, develop and document strategies, experiences, practices, solutions, advice, procedures etc. on the organisation, structuring and functionality of educational repositories.] 

Following the first trawl efforts will be made to reach other relevant countries and those responsible for international collections (e.g. TES and OATS (included as contribution from Sweden)).
Reguested tasks of the survey respondents:
· List SEN resources and repositories of SEN resources with some form of open license
· Suggest which of the collected SEN resources are the best (around 20 titles), also in a European context
· when selecting the best titles the vocabularies of the SENNET-LRE Metadata Application Profile may be of inspiration (see below and page 9)
· the scope of SENNET is not just the software tools but also other types of ICT materials, for example games, videos, best practice  descriptions, manuals and articles for teachers
· Send the suggested resources with a URL, title and short description, and a link to the terms of use page or Creative Commons (CC) license for that resource (if possible with the title and description in both English and the language of the resource).  Also, the resources should not be locked behind login or pay walls, and they should have a clear license statement somewhere to be referenced in the metadata
Once this list of resources is available, members are asked as the experts to add the appropriate metadata and vocabularies to the resources using the developed online form. See below.  
Eventually, the most appropriate/best resources from the list will be registered by their metadata on the European Schoolnet’s Learning Resource Exchange[footnoteRef:2] (LRE). [2:  http://lreforschools.eun.org/web/guest/home ] 

[bookmark: _Toc393186218]Categorisation
Traditionally, SEN resources are categorized and described (the metadata profile applied) according to disability, because until now this has been the most helpful well-known approach for the users, learners and teachers. 
Example: incluD-ed’s position on classification:
incluD-ed[footnoteRef:3] believes that the resource-based approach with its tri-partite classification system (A/Disabilities, B/Difficulties, C/Disadvantages) that all OECD countries agreed upon (cf. OECD/European Communities 2009, p. 21f) is a first step to standardizing international categories in the field of special needs education.  [3:  INCLUD-ED, Strategies for inclusion and social cohesion in Europe from Education; http://creaub.info/included/about/] 

However, the SENNET project is investigating the possibility of describing SEN resources from perspectives of inclusion and functionality. In this innovative way the initiative may make the resources easier to find and at the same time make a difference beyond the project.
Therefore SENNET has adopted the LRE Metadata Application Profile, because it is based on the international IMS Accessibility-for-All specification, presumably backed up by an emerging MLR classification (MLR – Metadata for Learning Resources). The SEN resources, which are already registered in the LRE are not included in the lists from the respondents, e.g. from Italy, Estonia, Ireland, Belgium. Some of these resources will be tagged evenutally and included in the LRE SENNET resources.
Some resources are bilingual, e.g. both in Italian and in English. Some even cover more languages, which naturally increases their ‘travel-well’ value, to a laarger number of potential users.
Rights issues like IPR, copyright and various types of open licenses (‘free’ resources) are obvious barriers that are tackled diffently (by the MoEs) in the various European countries. 
Some countries, e.g. Italy and Portugal, have invested public money in producing SEN resources free for the schools. In other countries, like e.g. Denmark, the private publishers produce the vast majority of educational resources including SEN resources.
Many countries simply turn to the international portals/repositories with SEN resources, established by e.g. SEN dedicated organisations and associations, or provide national guidelines or lists of relevant resources linking to the international portals. Actually, some of these lists and guidelines extract free resources that SEN students may also find it easy to use, from e.g. subject specific repositories like GeoGebra (mathematics) or music applications using SAW (http://www.oatsoft.org/Software/saw-resources/downloads/2.2). 
Many countries report of communication software or link to e.g. Bliss software and symbols. Traditionally many repositories comprise resources addressing a particular special needs or behavioural difficulty. The Bliss materials are one example (for the visually impaired); repositories of materials for autism, dyslexia etc. are other examples of that type.
Quite a number of lists focus on SEN apps for tablets and smartphones.
The SENNET project also looks for guidelines, reports, vidoes, training materials and other tools and types of resources that inspire and support teachers working with SEN students (inclusion in mainstream schools). Especially resources supporting continuing professional development have been given much attention. Therefore countries were also asked for suggestions of those resources, and many respondents have named repositories with these materials, e.g. nasen and IDP in the UK.

[bookmark: _Toc393186223]Spanish analysis of the SENNET-LRE Metadata Application Profile
The SENNET project also asked interested repository owners to for feed-back to the applied metadata set and vocabulary. The project has expanded some of its vocabularies based on the Spanish recommendations in this section:
This is the most important and ambitious aspect. It is related to the analysis of the processing of information resulting from the use of an ICT resource and its learning and evaluation activities. This specifically refers to the accessibility and adaptation of the activities and their content (channels of information).
We consider that the proposed “SENNET-LRE Metadata Application Profile” of EUN’s LRE Group based on the IMS Access for All Metadata Description (ISO-24751) should be used for this aspect. These metadata comprise the information related to the accessibility of the information used in the ICT resource and its possible handling and adaptation to the specific needs of every student.
2. Analysis of Aspect 3. SENNET-LRE Metadata Application Profile.
Premises
This aspect is already used in most of the Digital Learning Objects that can be found in the Spanish federated national repository “AGREGA” (described in Part A. Question 1),concretely using the Spanish standard UNE-71361. Profile of Application LOM-ES v1.0.A taxonomy has been devised for the classification of the DLO as regards accessibility restrictions (Category 9. LOM-ES),also based on IMS Access for All specification. IMS-ACC for All Metadata Description (ISO-24751).
This is why our taxonomy shares a lot of data elements and vocabulary with the future SENNET-LRE Metadata Application Profile, which is quite satisfactory. We attach the PDF version (a07_taxonomy_accessibility_EN.pdf) and the digital version under IMS VDEX (PODPL_02_accessibility_LOM-ES_en), so that you consider taking it into consideration as far as your organization, data elements and vocabularies are concerned. Anyway, in the following point, we have made an analysis of our taxonomy “Accessibility LOM-ES” and of “SENNET-LRE AP” in order to identify if any elements or vocabulary from “Accessibility LOM-ES” could be incorporated to enrich SENNET-LRE, as a result of this collaborative work.

UNI•C runs the national repository of learning resources Materialeplatformen.dk . The repository comprises 109 SEN free online resources: 49 titles from professional publishers, and 60 inspirational resources from teachers. The list is not completely up to date, and some of the resources are obsolete. The majority of resources are reports of SEN activities and guidelines to integrating SEN resources in education. 
One of these resources is a site with recommendations and evaluations of SEN resources:  IKT og vidtgående specialundervisning.
Particularly appropriate for SENNET: Sebran’s ABC  and Gcompris free resources.

The Institute for the Blind and Partially Sighted (IBOS) is the national competence- and rehabilitation centre in Denmark for young and adults with visual impairment.
The Institute has published a list of apps that are useful for the blind and visually impaired.
Blind and visually impaired can have great use of communication tools such as tablets and smartphones, both in terms of education, jobs and leisure. Recently a number of new apps offer functionality that allows visually impaired access to information, knowledge and independence.
Because it is difficult to keep up with the wide range of apps the Institute has compiled a list of apps that can be used by blind and visually impaired. Most of these apps are the same, which are also used by sighted people - but they are evaluated as to whether they are functional for the visually impaired.
The list includes apps for the iPhone and iPad, and is working on a similar list of apps for Android phones and tablets.
The list can be downloaded in PDF, Word and Htlm format from IBOS' website. IBOS will update the list regularly and welcome any suggestions for other useful apps.

Scoilnet (www.scoilnet.ie) is the Dept of Education’s portal for Irish education in Ireland:
Scoilnet works with a small number of teachers each year and asking them to look for open access weblinks to include in our “Resource Finder” and to map these weblinks to particular subjects and topics within the Irish Curriculum. These are open access resources, not necessarily OER.  As part of their work, teachers have the option of ticking a SEN box to indicate that they think the resource could be useful for a student with special needs and to write “Special Needs Notes” that may be useful to a teacher specifically looking for SEN resources. At the front-end when searching for resources, teachers can select the SEN tickbox to see resources deemed to be SEN resources. 
In practice, teachers interpret what a SEN resource means very differently. Some consider the term loosely and think any ordinary resource that allows them to offer differentiated activity within the classroom can be classified as SEN. Others consider a SEN resource to be specifically one that addresses a classified special need such as mild general learning difficulty, or dyspraxia or visual impairment, etc. As a result, the “SEN resources” of the resource finder are very diverse. 
Many of the Scoilnet resources are already registered in the LRE (registered by NCTE).
In terms of metadata, Scoilnet is not following a specific application profile right now, although we are currently intending to move to a new system where we plan to implement the LRE metadata application profile.  This will involve some retrospective work within our resources database to include rights information, amongst other fields, as this is required by LRE. Although we haven’t got a field for Rights currently, as most of the resources are external, the rights are generally referenced at the destination URL. 
Scoilnet have tended to classify based on disability, because teachers look for resources in connection with a specific disability that a student in their class may have. However, the SENNET approach to address functionality and inclusion sounds very interesting. 
Scoilnet is doing development work on the “Resource Finder”, and may be interested in studying and eventually use the SENNET profile.

In terms of practicality and applicability, the approach can be generic enough to include people with different learning styles and needs.  However this approach might run the risk of excluding some needs, not being detailed enough or in a position to be applied to the exact level of the user.

(Hans de Four, Bram Faems co-ordinator of leerzorgsite)
www.leerzorgsite.be as a site connected to KlasCement.net. It is a web 2.0-site for educators working with children of young adults with a disability. On www.leerzogsite.be teachers can share learning objects like worksheets, lesson plans, tests, websites, software, hardware solutions, interesting seminars, … Teachers can even share educational video, pictures or audio. The use of the website is completely free and supported by the Flemish Government. Most off the materials found on leerzorgsite.be are distributed with a Creative Commons license.
All teaching recourses on leerzorgsite.be are selected from the large database of KlasCement.net for their usability with children with special needs. A moderator reviews every new addition to the site and evaluates it on the use with children with disabilities. When this is the case, he adds metadata to quickly sort the available materials by type of disability, age, topic, etc.. All user contributed content at KlasCement is already shared on the LRE via harvesting.
On classification issue about a new method of adding metadata, we recognize the problem. Leerzorgsite also classifies learning resources on the basis of disability of the pupil. For instance: instead of indicating that a document is for children with visual impairments, we would indicate that this document is enriched in such manor that it can be adjusted and read aloud by a screen reader. However, currently we have not taken any further steps as there is no clear format. 
We also see that even indicating the target group according to limitation is difficult for the teachers that add the resources. Therefore we fear that the quality of the metadata will be even more prone to errors if we break down the metadata into smaller elements, and more difficult to understand groups even more.

1. General analysis of the Model of Inclusive School and Functionality. 
Description of general factors for the cataloguing (categorization) of ICT resources.
At present, our lines of action and projects share the patterns described by SENNET as the basis of the educational approach accepted nowadays to respond the needs of SEN students. We refer to the Model “Inclusive School and Resource Functionality”, which is necessary for pedagogical programming and individual curricular adaptations of ICT resources.
On the other hand, as we will let know in “Report 22” (listed in table below), we describe the model of combined categorization that should be tackled according to our experts. This model takes into account 3 aspects:
Aspect 1
Classic
This aspect categorizes resources according to the special needs of the students for which the resource has been specifically developed. In case a resource has not been purposely created for a given special need, it could be categorized within the last value in the vocabulary.
Vocabulary:
* Students with difficulties in language, speech and voice.
* Students that could get facilitated their reading, writing and calculation learning.
* Cognitive difficulties (proactive and remedial activities)
* Difficulties due to sensory deficit: visual or auditory.
* General resource not developed for a specific deficit.
Aspect 2
This aspect is, to some extent, related to the methodology and general type of digital resource used by the teacher. This aspect would classify resources as:
Vocabulary:
* Resource bank; Flexible-open-reusable Digital Learning Object (DLO); Data base.
* Content Management Systems and Learning Management Systems (CMS y LMS).
* Software y applications for the monitoring of SEN students.
